1. Accounting policies
These interim consolidated and company financial statements are prepared in accordance with Thai General Accepted Accounting Principles under the Accounting Act B.E. 2543, being those Thai Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Certified Accountants and Auditors of Thailand and approved under law by the Board of Supervision of Auditing Practice appointed by the Minister of Commerce under the Auditor Act B.E. 2505, and the financial reporting requirements of the Securities and Exchange Commission.  The primary financial statements (i.e. balance sheets, statements of income, changes in shareholders’ equity, retained earnings and cash flows) are prepared in the full format as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim financial statements are consistent with those used in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2001.
Where necessary, comparative figures have also been adjusted to conform with the changes in presentation in the current period.

Costs that incur unevenly during the financial year are recognised as expense or deferred in the interim report only if it would be appropriate to recognise or defer such costs at the end of the financial year.

Income tax expense is recognised based on the best estimate of the weighted average annual income tax rate expected for the full financial year.

These interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the 2001 annual financial statements.

The borrowing amounts are net of unamortised debt issuance costs, amounting to Baht 329.92 million for consolidated and Baht 130.62 million for the Company.

Secured borrowings:

The borrowings of the Group include Baht 4,122.35 million which represents the Group’s proportionated interest in loans of a joint venture, BITCO.  The loans represent long-term loans from local and overseas financial institutions for financing the construction of mobile phone network equipment.  The loans are denominated in both Baht and United States Dollar, secured against the investments in subsidiaries in BITCO Group of companies and guaranteed by another subsidiary in BITCO Group of companies.  The loans carry interest at London Interbank Offer Rate (“LIBOR”) plus a fixed percentage per annum and Minimum Lending Rate (“MLR”) plus a fixed percentage per annum, and are due for repayment during the year 2004.  Under the terms of the loan agreements, the subsidiary in BITCO Group of companies must comply with certain significant conditions throughout the period of the loans, such as to maintain debt to equity ratio of the subsidiary in BITCO Group of companies which is determined according to the terms as specified in the loan agreements.

Effective on 30 April 2002, the SAILS Mandatory Exchangeable Securities Contracts dated 3 October 2000 and 26 March 2001 among K.I.N. (Thailand) Co., Ltd. (“K.I.N.”), Telecom Holding Co., Ltd. and Credit Suisse First Boston International (“CSFBI”) (collectively, the “SAILS Contracts”) were terminated because all related parties have agreed to unwind the SAILS transactions early as the result of the voluntary petition under Chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code by FLAG Telecom Holdings Limited (“FLAG”).  Consequently K.I.N. delivered a total of 2,185,000 shares in FLAG to CSFBI and the rights and obligations of all parties under the SAILS Contracts were released.  As a result, the borrowings of Baht 943.25 million accounted for the SAILS transactions were eliminated (non-cash repayment) and recorded as gain on sales of investment in the consolidated statements of income.

8.
Borrowings (Continued)

On 3 June 2002, the Company entered into Loan Agreement (“Agreement”) with International Finance Corporation (“IFC”).  The loan is denominated in Thai Baht amounting to Baht 1,125.00 million and carries interest at fixed percentage per annum as stipulated in the Agreement, and is due for repayment on 15 June 2011.  Under the term of the Agreement, the Company must comply with certain significant conditions as specified in the Agreement.  As at 30 June 2002 the Company has not yet drawndown the said loan.

Baht debentures

On 28 June 2001, at the Extraordinary Shareholders’ Meeting 1/2001 of the Company, the shareholders approved the Company to issue and offer to sell various types of debentures domestically to the public and/or institutional investors in whole or in part which could be single or multiple offering in order to repay existing debt.  The debentures will be issued in Thai Baht, within the principal amount of not over Baht 36,000 million, or equivalent, in any other foreign currencies.  The type of debentures issued will be amortisation or bullet payment, secured or unsecured debentures, which suit prevailing market conditions at interest rate, subject to the prevailing market conditions at the time of the issue and offering.  The said debentures will not mature over in excess of 20 years.

The completion of the above transaction is also subject to approval from relevant creditors of the Company, and the satisfaction of certain other conditions precedent.  Presently, the Company was granted the consent from the creditors.

Reschedule of borrowings:

Telecom Holding Company Limited (“TH”), a subsidiary of the Company requested consent from its local commercial banks (“Creditors”) to extend the deadline for repayment of the remainder of the 60% of its total Outstanding Debts, amounting to Baht 1.17 billion pursuant to the Debt Restructuring Agreement from 30 December 2000 to 30 December 2001.  Subsequently, the Creditors consented to reschedule the amount due and payable by TH to 30 December 2001.

In December 2001, TH commenced the process of negotiating with its Creditors to extend the deadline for repayment of the remaining amount of the rescheduled 60% (Baht 1.17 billion) plus the 5% (Baht 155.8 million) of the total Outstanding Debts from 30 December 2001 to 30 December 2002.

On 30 July 2002, TH and its certain subsidiaries entered into the Restructuring Agreement (“Agreement”) with its  existing creditors to achieve the best realistic recovery for the creditors’ indebtedness.  Subject to the terms and conditions under the Agreement, concerned parties have to carry on the series of transactions as stipulated in the Agreement.

As more fully explained in Note 18 to the 2001 annual financial statements, on 15 May 2002, a subsidiary of Telecom Holding Company Limited paid all Transfer Price to the Assignor.  The amount of Baht 108.40 million are recognised as gain on repayment of borrowing under “other revenues” in the consolidated statements of income (non-cash repayment).

The increase of authorised share capital from Baht 33,906,499,780 to Baht 34,277,815,750 by issuing 37,131,597 new common shares at par value of Baht 10 per share for the exercise of the rights to purchase the common shares of the Company under the warrants to be issued and offered under the ESOP.

The Company registered the increase of 3,427,781,575 authorised shares capital with the Ministry of Commerce on 25 April 2002.

Pursuant to the Terms and Material Information of Purchase Rights dated 31 March 2000 (“Terms”), Kreditanstalt fuer Wiederaufbau (“KfW”) has granted the rights to the qualified shareholders of the Company to purchase common shares issued upon the conversion of the preference shares from KfW to enable the shareholders to maintain their existing equity position on the Company in connection with the increase in capital and the issuance of the said preference shares.

On 29 March 2002, which was the first exercise date, the qualified shareholders exercised the purchase rights of KfW in the amount of 2,246,470 shares and the Company completed the registration of the conversion of the preference shares into the common shares with the Ministry of Commerce on 10 April 2002.
