Notes to the Interim Consolidated and Company Financial Statements  (Unaudited)

For the three-month periods ended 31 March 2003 and 2002


1. Accounting policies
These interim consolidated and Company financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Thai Generally Accepted Accounting Principles under the Accounting Act B.E. 2543, being those Thai Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Certified Accountants and Auditors of Thailand and approved under law by the Board of Supervision of Auditing Practice appointed by the Minister of Commerce under the Auditor Act B.E. 2505, and the financial reporting requirements of the Securities and Exchange Commission.  The primary financial statements (i.e. balance sheets, statements of income, changes in shareholders’ equity, retained earnings and cash flows) are prepared in the full format as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission.  The notes to the financial statements are prepared in a condensed format according to Thai Accounting Standard No. 41, “Interim Financial Reporting” and additional notes are presented as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission.

The accounting principles applied may differ from generally accepted accounting principles adopted in other countries and jurisdiction.  The accompanying interim consolidated and company financial statements are therefore not intended to present the financial position and results of operations and cash flows in accordance with jurisdictions other than Thailand.  Consequently, these interim consolidated and company financial statements are prepared based on the assumption that the users of the financial statements have an understanding of Thai generally accepted accounting principles and practices.

The interim consolidated and company financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except as disclosed in the 2002 financial statements.

For the convenience of the user, an English translation of the interim consolidated and company financial statements has been prepared from the interim financial statements that are issued in the Thai language.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Thai generally accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the amounts of revenues and expenses in the reported periods.  Actual results may differ from those estimates.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim financial statements are consistent with those used in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002.

Where necessary, comparative figures have also been adjusted to conform with the changes in presentation in the current period.

Costs that incur unevenly during the financial year are recognised as expense or deferred in the interim report only if it would be appropriate to recognise or defer such costs at the end of the financial year.

Income tax expense is recognised based on the best estimate of the weighted average annual income tax rate expected for the full financial year. The annual tax rate used is 30%.

These interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the 2002 annual financial statements.

Bank and financial institution borrowings of a joint venture at the Company’s portion amounting to Baht 8,187.90 million were classified as long-term borrowings in the consolidated balance sheet as at 31 December 2002.  The borrowings are due for repayment in March 2004.  Therefore they are classified as current portion of borrowings in the consolidated balance sheet as at 31 March 2003.  The joint venture is in process of negotiation for rescheduling the borrowings.  The management believes that the rescheduling will be successful within 2003.

Baht debentures

On 18 February 2003 the Company issued secured debentures with periodic payments, TelecomAsia Corporation Public Company Limited No. 1/2546, which are due in 2007.  The Company issued 3.319 million units of debentures at par value of Baht 1,000 per unit, totalling Baht 3,319 million.  The debentures carry interest at the fixed rate of 5.80% per annum, payable on an quarterly basis commencing from 7 April 2003 through 7 October 2007.  The principal of debentures will be redeemed by installment on every interest payment date commencing on 7 January 2005 onwards.

Borrowings (Continued)

Debt restructuring of subsidiaries

In December 2001, Telecom Holding Company Limited (“TH”) commenced a process of negotiation with its creditors to extend the deadline for repayment of the remaining amount of the rescheduled 60% (Baht 1.17 billion) plus the 5% (Baht 155.8 million) of the total Outstanding Debts pursuant to the Debts Restructuring Agreement from 30 December 2001 to 30 December 2002.

On 30 July 2002, TH and certain of its subsidiaries entered into the Restructuring Agreement (“Agreement”) with its existing creditors to achieve a realistic recovery for the creditors’ indebtedness.  Subject to the terms and conditions under the Agreement, the concerned parties have to carry on a series of transactions as stipulated in the Agreement.  By the end of August 2002, TH and certain of its subsidiaries had accomplished the first phase of the series of transactions stipulated in the Agreement, resulting in a decrease in the Group’s indebtedness amounting to Baht 655.25 million, which repaid its principal amounting to Baht 550.00 million.  The Group recognised this gain from debt restructuring (net of related expenses) in the consolidated statement of income for the year ended 31 December 2002, effecting earnings by Baht 0.03 per share.  The Groups are carrying on the next phase as stipulated in the Agreement.

On 7 March 2003, TH and a subsidiary entered into a series of agreements with TH’s creditors.  The principal provisions include, among others, the followings:

1.
TH novates its certain outstanding obligation and the contingent liabilities of Baht 2,047.12 million and 228.96 million, respectively to its subsidiary.

2.
TH transfers to its subsidiary the shares of its investment in UBC as consideration for aforementioned novation.

3.
The outstanding debts and the contingent liabilities novated to and assumed by certain subsidiary shall be restructured as specified in the Schedule 2 of the agreements.

This novated debts are secured with shares of investment in subsidiaries and an associate of TH and its subsidiary as stipulated in the agreements and carry interest at the average MLR quoted by four banks plus a fixed percentage per annum or the highest MLR among four banks, whichever is lower.
The fair value of future liability and its carrying value have been figured out and compared, resulting in an insignificant difference to be recognised, in accordance with Thai Accounting Standard No. 34 “Accounting for Troubled Debt Restructuring”.

Pursuant to the Terms and Material Information of Purchase Rights dated 31 March 2000 (“Term”), Kreditanstalt fuer Wiederaufbau (“KfW”) has granted the rights to the qualified shareholders of the Company to purchase common shares issued upon the conversion of the preference shares from KfW to enable the shareholders to maintain their existing equity position on the Company in connection with the increase in capital and the issuance of the said preference shares.


On 31 March 2003, which was the exercise date, qualified shareholders have exercised the purchase rights of KfW of 55,646 shares.  The Company completed the registration of the conversion of the preference shares into the common shares with the Ministry of Commerce on 9 April 2003.

On 11 April 2003, at the Annual General Shareholders Meeting 1/2546 of the Company, the shareholders approved the followings: 

2.1
The issuance and offering of the warrants to purchase the Company’s common shares to directors and employees at executive level of the Company and certain of its subsidiaries in the total number not exceeding 35 persons (the “ESOP 2003 Project”).  The total number of warrants to be offered is not exceeding 19,862,729 units.  
2.2
The reduction of the authorised share capital from Baht 44,461,181,920 to Baht 38,897,788,110 by cancelling the authorised common shares but not yet issued in the number of 556,339,381 shares so as to be in accordance with the provision of the Public Limited Company Act.  In addition, an increase of authorised share capital from Baht 38,897,788,110 to Baht 43,892,281,600 by issuing 499,449,349 new common shares at a par value of Baht 10 each in accordance with the past resolution at the Extraordinary General Meeting No. 1/2545 of the company and reserve for the exercise of the warrants under the ESOP 2003 Project.

2.3
The issuance and offering of Thai Baht debentures at the total value not exceeding Baht 22,500 million.  The category of the debentures issued will be subordinated or senior debentures, amortised or bullet principal repayment, secured or unsecured, with or without debentureholder representative, interest rate, depending upon market conditions at the time of the issuance and offering of the debentures.  The aforementioned debentures will have maturities not exceeding 20 years.  

3.
On 29 April 2003 a subsidiary has invested Baht 80.51 million or 70% of equity interest in a newly established company.  The Company’s management believes that the investment will strengthen the Company’s business and enhance capabilities to offer more value added services to the customers.

4.
On 6 May 2003, the Company’s Audit Committee on behalf of the Board of Directors, has authorised these interim financial statements for issuance.
