1. General Information
Singha Paratech Public Company Limited was registered under the Civil and Commercial Code on November 14, 1994 and changed the Company’s status to a public company on October 8, 2003, registered No. 0107546000334 to operate the business primarily related to wood floor–paving materials.  The Company has been domiciled in Thailand and is located at 132 Moo 4 Asia Road Tumbon Banmoh, Promburi, Singburi.

2. Basis of Interim Financial Statement Presentation 

The Company’s Interim financial statements were prepared in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles of Thailand and presented in the condensed form as determined in the accounting standard No.41 on “The Interim Financial Statement” and included additional transactions in the primary financial statements, i.e. balance sheets, statements of income, changes in shareholders’ equity and cash flow statements and shown in the format determined in the announcement of the Department Of Commercial Registration on the subject of condensed transactions which are required in the financial statements (B.E. 2544) in order to comply with the announcement of the Securities and Exchange Commission and also the regulations of the Stock Exchange of Thailand.
3. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
The accompanying interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.  Significant accounting policies that have been applied to the preparation of the interim financial statements for the three-month period ended June 30, 2008 are similar to those have been applied to the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2007.

4. Transactions With Related Companies
Part of the Company’s accounting transactions resulted from transactions with its related companies. These companies are related through common shareholdings and/or directorships. The significant accounting transactions with its related companies as included in the financial statements are determined at prices in line with those occurring in the normal course of business based on the market price in general or the price as stipulated in the agreement if no market price exists.

· Credit facilities from financial institutions in bank overdrafts and short term loan the amount of Baht 200 million with interest rate of MOR-0.50% per annum for bank overdrafts and the interest rate of MLR–1.50% per annum for short-term loan.
· Credit facilities from financial institutions in bank overdrafts, letter of credit, trust receipts and short term loan the amount of Baht 160 million at the interest rate of MOR per annum for bank overdrafts, the interest rate of MMR per annum for short-term loans and the interest rate of LIBOR+2% per annum for short-term foreign currency loans.
· Credit facilities from financial institutions in temporary letter of credit, trust receipts for import machinery the amount of Baht 35 million with interest rate of MLR-1.75% per annum and available to convert into long term loan when machinery has pledged as collateral.

Loans from financial institutions

· Regarding the loan from financial institution of Baht 145 million, the principal and interest payment are payable monthly at the minimum amount of Baht 2.1 million from October 2002, at the interest rate of MLR–1.75% per annum for the first 5 years and at the interest rate of MLR per annum until the repayment is completed in August 2009.  The Company’s partial land and construction, machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral for loans from financial institutions.
· Regarding the loan from financial institution of Baht 100 million, the principal and interest payment are payable monthly at Baht 1.2 million from August 2005, at the interest rate of MLR-2.00% per annum and the repayment will be completed by July 2012.  The Company’s partial building and construction, machinery and equipment as well as the benefits from insurance were pledged as collateral for loans from financial institutions.
· Regarding the loan from financial institution of Baht 150 million, the payment is payable in 4 years with the principal and interest payment are payable monthly at the minimum amount of Baht 3.125 million from October 2007, at the interest rate of MLR-0.50% per annum and the repayment will be completed in September 2011. The Company’s partial machinery and equipment, personal grantees of directors were pledged as collateral for loans from financial institutions.
· Regarding the loan from a foreign financial institution in facilities USD 6.6 million, the principal and Interest payment are payable in advance for 6 months. Facility A at the interest rate of 15% per annum. Facility B at the interest rate of 10% per annum, by having securities and condition  as follow.
- Deposited the sum of USD 0.28 million into the Escrow Account on a monthly basis until the date on which the Secured Liabilities have been repaid in full.
· A part of director’s share certificate presented for collateral, the lender and the shareholders agree that all or part of the amount outstanding under the Facility B loan may be converted into Shares.

14. Share Capital
At the Board of Directors Meeting held on October 17, 2006 and the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders held on November 21, 2006, have passed the following resolutions:
1. A resolution was passed authorizing the increase in share capital of the Company from Baht 320 million to Baht 576 million, by issuing 256 million shares of new common shares at the price of Baht 1 per share.
