1. General Information
Singha Paratech Public Company Limited was registered under the Civil and Commercial Code on November 14, 1994 and changed the Company’s status to a public company on October 8, 2003, registered No. 0107546000334 to operate the business primarily related to wood floor–paving materials. The Company has been domiciled in Thailand and is located at 132 Moo 4 Asia Road Tumbon Banmoh, Promburi, Singburi. Branch is located at 67/55 Soi Rattanatibet 24, Tambon Bangkrasor, Meung Nonthaburi District, Nonthaburi 11000.
2. Going concern of the Company

      The financial statements were prepared basing on the assumption that the Company will operate the business on a going concern basis, the company did not re-appraisal assets and liabilities and reclassified the accounting items.  As of June 30, 2009 and December 31, 2008 the Company’s total current liabilities was higher than total current assets by Baht 1,022.96  million and 993.09 million respectively, and had a net loss  for the six months ended June 30, 2009 of Baht 98.67 million.
3. Basis of Interim Financial Statement Presentation 

The Company’s Interim financial statements were prepared in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles of Thailand and presented in the condensed form as determined in the accounting standard No.41 on “The Interim Financial Statement” and included additional transactions in the primary financial statements, i.e. balance sheets, statements of income, changes in shareholders’ equity and cash flow statements and shown in the format determined in the announcement of the Department Of Commercial Registration on the subject of condensed transactions which are required in the financial statements (B.E. 2552) in order to comply with the announcement of the Securities and Exchange Commission and also the regulations of the Stock Exchange of Thailand.

4. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
The accompanying interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.  Significant accounting policies that have been applied to the preparation of the interim financial statements for the six month periods ended June 30, 2009 and 2008 are similar to those have been applied to the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2008.

5. Transactions With Related Companies
Part of the Company’s accounting transactions resulted from transactions with its related companies. These companies are related through common shareholdings and/or directorships. The significant accounting transactions with its related companies as included in the financial statements are determined at prices in line with those occurring in the normal course of business based on the market price in general or the price as stipulated in the agreement if no market price exists.

As at Jun. 30, 2009 and Dec. 31, 2008, the Company has assets still in use which have been fully depreciated with original cost of Baht 20.44 million and Baht 15.41  million respectively.

Part of the land and construction machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral for loans from financial institutions with total facilities amounting to Baht 1,645.0 million.
11. Debt outstanding under the lawsuit from financial institution
Thai Military Bank PLC. (TMB) filed a lawsuit against the Company before the Singha buri Court on 6 January 2009 for defaulting on the overdraft, loan, promissory notes, guarantee, and mortgage agreements in the total amount of Baht 267.72 million, comprising the principal of Baht 256.05 million and the interest of Baht 11.67 million (an interest rate of 15.5% p.a. of the principal until the date the lawsuit was filed). On April 8, 2009, the Court ruled that the Company paid the outstanding amount with an interest of 15.0% p.a. from January 6, 2009 to the date on which the full amount was repaid. In the event that the Company refused or failed to repay the full amount, TMB was allowed to confiscate the mortgaged land with constructions and 64 sets of machinery, and sell them in the open market. If the proceeds from the sale was still not enough, TMB was also allowed to take other Company’s assets and sell them until the full amount was repaid.

Furthermore the company was filed for bankruptcy on July 16, 2009

As the Company failed to honor the loan agreements, on July 31, 2009, the Company entered into an Acknowledgment of Debt and Repayment Agreement with Credit Asia Capital Offshore Master Fund. The total outstanding amount was USD 4.33 million, dividing into 5 installments. The first payment was due on the last date of July 2009 and the final payment was due on the last date of November 2009, In addition, the Company was required to transfer the rights to collect the payment from its 2 account receivables, amounting to EURO 1.31 million and USD 1.02 million. The right transfer was in effect when the Company had notified these 2 clients to make the payment under certain agreements to the aforementioned financial institution as explained in the note to financial statement No. 6.

· Credit facilities from Krung Thai Bank Plc. in bank overdrafts, letter of credit, trust receipts, packing credit and short term loan the amount of Baht 620 million with interest rate of MOR per annum for bank overdrafts, the interest rate of MLR –1.75% per annum for short-term loans and the interest rate of LIBOR/SIBOR+2% per annum for foreign currency loans. 
· Credit facilities from Krung Thai Bank Plc. in temporary letter of credit, trust receipts for import machinery the amount of Baht 35 million with interest rate of MLR-1.75% per annum and available to convert into long term loan when machinery has pledged as collateral.

· Credit facilities from Bank CIMB Thai Bank Plc. in letter of credit, trust receipts and packing credit the amount of Baht 200 million with interest rate of MLR–0.5% per annum, and Forward contract Baht 35.0 million.
· Credit facilities from Kasikorn Thai Plc.  in bank overdrafts, letter of credit, trust receipts and short term loan the amount of Baht 160 million at the interest rate of MOR per annum for bank overdrafts, the interest rate of MMR per annum for short-term loans and the interest rate of LIBOR+2% per annum for short-term foreign currency loans, and Forward contract US$ 2.0 million.
13.2 Long Term Local Credit Line 

· The Baht 150 million loan from Bank CIMB Thai Plc. had a 4–year tenor and monthly principal and interest payment of no less than Baht 3.125 million starting from October 2007. The interest rate was set at MLR–0.50% per annum and the last payment will be settled in September 2011. Machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral. The amount of Baht 31.25 million of loan principal had already been repaid, and the remaining unpaid balance was Baht 109.80 million.

· The Baht 145.0 million loan from Krung Thai Bank Plc. had the monthly payment of principal and interest are payment of no less than Baht 2.1 million starting from October 2002.   The interest rate was set at  MLR-1.75% per annum for the first 5 years, and  MLR per annum thereafter, and the loan will be settled in August 2009. The Company’s land and construction, machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral. The amount of Baht 134.35 million of loan principal had already been paid and the remaining unpaid balance was Baht 10.65 million.

The company was unable to comply with the conditions stipulated in the loan agreements with 2  local financial institutions, owing to liquidity problems arisen from the economic crises in the United State and European countries. It had resulted in selling and collection problems. At present, the company’s management in the process of debt restructuring with the 2 creditors which accept to complete immediately.

Summary as follow:

Bank overdrafts and short-term loans from financial institutions 

As the Company failed to honor the loan agreements, on July 31, 2009, the Company entered into an Acknowledgment of Debt and Repayment Agreement with Credit Asia Capital Offshore Master Fund. The total outstanding amount was USD 4.33 million, dividing into 5 installments. The first payment was due on the last date of July 2009 and the final payment was due on the last date of November 2009, In addition, the Company was required to transfer the rights to collect the payment from its 2 account receivables, amounting to EURO 1.31 million and USD 1.02 million. The right transfer was in effect when the Company had notified these 2 clients to make the payment under certain agreements to the aforementioned financial institution as explained in the note to financial statement No. 6. Furthermore, the Company was filed a complaint with the police officer of Lumpini Police Station. The complaint was state of the condition precedent for release of liability only if the borrower makes repayment at least USD 3.00 million within August 20, 2009. On August 6, 2009 the company had already paid amount EURO 0.50 million.

· Credit facilities from Krung Thai Bank Plc. in temporary letter of credit, trust receipts for import machinery the amount of Baht 35 million with interest rate of MLR-1.75% per annum and available to convert into long term loan when machinery has pledged as collateral.

· Credit facilities from Bank CIMB Thai Bank Plc. in letter of credit, trust receipts and packing credit the amount of Baht 200 million with interest rate of MLR–0.5% per annum, and Forward contract Baht 35.0 million.
· Credit facilities from Kasikorn Thai Plc.  in bank overdrafts, letter of credit, trust receipts and short term loan the amount of Baht 160 million at the interest rate of MOR per annum for bank overdrafts, the interest rate of MMR per annum for short-term loans and the interest rate of LIBOR+2% per annum for short-term foreign currency loans, and Forward contract US$ 2.0 million.
13.3 Long Term Local Credit Line 

· The Baht 150 million loan from Bank CIMB Thai Plc. had a 4–year tenor and monthly principal and interest payment of no less than Baht 3.125 million starting from October 2007. The interest rate was set at MLR–0.50% per annum and the last payment will be settled in September 2011. Machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral. The amount of Baht 31.25 million of loan principal had already been repaid, and the remaining unpaid balance was Baht 109.80 million.

· The Baht 145.0 million loan from Krung Thai Bank Plc. had the monthly payment of principal and interest are payment of no less than Baht 2.1 million starting from October 2002.   The interest rate was set at  MLR-1.75% per annum for the first 5 years, and  MLR per annum thereafter, and the loan will be settled in August 2009. The Company’s land and construction, machinery and equipment were pledged as collateral. The amount of Baht 134.35 million of loan principal had already been paid and the remaining unpaid balance was Baht 10.65 million.

The company was unable to comply with the conditions stipulated in the loan agreements with 2  local financial institutions, owing to liquidity problems arisen from the economic crises in the United State and European countries. It had resulted in selling and collection problems. At present, the company’s management in the process of debt restructuring with the 2 creditors which accept to complete immediately.
