General information

1.1
Basis for the preparation of interim financial statements

These interim financial statements are prepared in accordance with Accounting Standard No. 34 (revised 2009) "Interim Financial Reporting", with the Company choosing to present condensed interim financial statements. However, the Company has presented the statements of financial position, income, comprehensive income, changes in shareholders' equity, and cash flows in the same format as that used for the annual financial statements.

The interim financial statements are intended to provide information additional to that included in the latest annual financial statements. Accordingly, they focus on new activities, events and circumstances so as not to duplicate information previously reported. These interim financial statements should therefore be read in conjunction with the latest annual financial statements.


The interim financial statements in Thai language are the official statutory financial statements of the Company. The interim financial statements in English language have been translated from the Thai language financial statements.

Significant accounting policies



The interim financial statements are prepared using the same accounting policies and methods of computation as were used for the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2012, except for the change in the accounting policy due to the adoption of TAS 12 Income Taxes as follows:

Income tax



Income tax expense represents the sum of corporate income tax currently payable and deferred tax.
Current tax



Current income tax is provided in the accounts at the amount expected to be paid to the taxation authorities, based on taxable profits determined in accordance with tax legislation.
Deferred tax

Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts at the end of each reporting period, using the tax rates enacted at the end of the reporting period. 

The Company and its subsidiaries recognise deferred tax liabilities for all taxable temporary differences while they recognise deferred tax assets for all deductible temporary differences and tax losses carried forward to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available against which such deductible temporary differences and tax losses carried forward can be utilised.


At each reporting date, the Company and its subsidiaries review and reduce the carrying amount of deferred tax assets to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilised.


The Company and its subsidiaries record deferred tax directly to shareholders' equity if the tax relates to items that are recorded directly to shareholders' equity.

Loan to A.S. Associated Engineering (1964) Company Limited represents the loan of a venture which dues for repayment at call and carried interest at the rate of 7.25 percent per annum.

Loan to Sino-Thai Tower Condominium Juristic Person

HTR Corporation Limited (HTR) granted a loan of Baht 19 million to Sino-Thai Tower Condominium Juristic Person (Sino-Thai Tower). The loan carries flat interest rate at 8 percent per annum for the whole contract period. Sino-Thai tower is to make 134 monthly installments of Baht 0.14 million each only for principal together with interest, commencing as from September 2010.
Loan to HTR Corporation Limited

The loan to HTR Corporation Limited is repayable in 20 quarterly installments, comprising both principal and interest. The loan carries interest at MLR-1 percent per annum, and the first installment is due in July 2009.

Loan and interest payable
The balance represents a loan from other person of a subsidiary which is in form of promissory notes repayable at call. This loan carries interest rate at 1.5 percent per annum. 
The subsidiary has mortgaged its condominium units for sales amounting to Baht 289 million as collaterals for such loan. 
However, the subsidiary has been unable to comply with the terms of the loan agreement and the debt composition agreement. As a result, in May 2012, the court ordered the Executing Officer to seize the collaterals for sale at auction, and use the proceeds to settle the debt. The court order is currently being enforced.

11.
Share capital
On 11 April 2013, the General Meeting of the Company’s shareholders passed a resolution to approve an increase in its share capital from Baht 1,186 million (1,186 million ordinary shares of Baht 1 each) to Baht 1,525 million (1,525 million ordinary shares of Baht 1 each) by issuing 339 million ordinary shares with a par value of Baht 1 each for the payment of dividend as discussed in Note 16 to the financial statements. The Company registered the increase in share capital with the Ministry of Commerce on 18 April 2013.

18.4
Litigation

 
The Company was sued for compensation totaling approximately Baht 239 million. In most of such cases the Company is accused of breaches of hire of work contracts. The cases are still being considered by the court. The Company’s management and the Company’s legal advisors believe that the outcome of these cases will be favorable to the Company and therefore no provision for liability has been set aside in the accounts.

A subsidiary was sued as jointly responsible for a company’s breach of contract, with a total of approximately Baht 33 million being claimed. On 28 October 2013, the Phrakhanong Provincial Court announced the judgment of the Court of Appeal dismissing the plaintiff’s claim, and as a result the subsidiary is not responsible for any indemnity to the plaintiff. However, the plaintiff has right to submit to the Supreme Courts a petition against the said judgment of the Court of Appeal within one month from the date of the Phrakhanong Provincial Court announcing the judgment of the Court of Appeal.
